The Importance of His Law

All seemed to go fairly well until
the night of the discussion of
God’s Ten-Commandment law.
Hatlier that day, a lady came by
our room for personal prayer. We
had been working on the com-
puter at the time, and with no
really good place to set it, we just
left it on and placed it on the floor
during her visit. Pastor Kenny
also placed his large, opened, bot-
tle of water on the floor next to
the computer. What we believe
happened during her visit, was
that when we knelt for prayer
Pastor Kenny’s foot must have
tipped over the water onto the
computer and floor. We discov-
ered what had happened after
about 45 minutes.

Water was over the surface of the
laptop. And when tipped to its
side, water poured from the keys.
This was not good at all. We had
no other computer; no back ups
of all the information and Power
Points we were using to help rein-
force the message and give the
people more to relate to. Water
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on, and in, a laptop only meant
one thing to us, the computer was
a “goner.” We cut the power and
told the others of our group what
had occurred. We were instructed
not to turn it back on unless it
was totally dry and it really needed
looked at by a technician. Well,
we new of no technician where
we were; and we failed in getting
it apart to let it air dry on the in-
side. Time was not on our side.
We needed it to prepare and pre-
sent this all important subject. So
we took our situation to the Lord
in prayer. Then in faith, pressed
the power button. The screen
remained black for a very long,
long, long time. Then Pastor
Kenny began to sing. Yes sing!
There is power in the name of
Jesus! So he sang of that name to
the computer. Then ever so
slowly, it proceeded to boot up
and began to work. What a mira-
cle! But it doesn’t stop there.

At the meeting that night, the
wind began to blow very strongly
as thunder and lightening came
directly upon us. We had been
told this was the dry season and
they would not have any rain. So
being outdoors holding nightly
meetings should never be a prob-
lem. Somehow the enemy didn’t
get that “memo” and he began to
attach with a strong thunderstorm
to thwart the message. None of
us had the power to stop the
storm, but we had faith in One
who does! So again, very seri-
ously, we asked for His interven-
tion with the rain, lightening,
wind, and thunder. When we
opened our eyes from prayer,
everything was gone! Stars were
once again twinkling in the heav-
ens. It was amazing—and the
work of God continued.

The next evening was the night to
present the commandment many
have just seemed to have forgot-
ten over the years—the fourth.
So interesting how Christendom
as a whole reads over this com-
mandment as if it is not really

there—as if it doesn’t exist. Yet,
it is the only one of the ten that
reads, “Remember the Sabbath
day, to keep it holy...”
“Remember,” I believe God knew
from the very beginning of life on
this planet that we, His creation,
would forget. We would forget
that “six days shalt thou labour,
and do all thy work: but the sev-
enth day is the Sabbath of the
Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not
do any work, thou, nor thy son,
nor thy daughter, thy manservant,
nor thy maidservant, nor thy cat-
tle, nor thy stranger that is within
thy gates: for in six days the Lord
made heaven and earth, the sea
and all that in them is, and rested
the seventh day: wherefore the
Lord blessed the Sabbath day, and
hollowed it.” Exodus 20:8-11.
Many have forgotten these all
important verses calling us to a
sacred time of worship with our
Almighty Creator. And the devil
is just fine with that.

In fact, the night we were to pre-
sent the Sabbath, all our power
had been off for hours. And the
back-up generator was not func-
tioning properly. Then a smaller
rain shower came. And unlike
during the storm the night before,
we didn’t get serious with our
prayers.

But we learned quickly, that
“we have not, because we ask
not.” And it rained. People scat-
tered and we were told they would
not return. But while huddled
under some plastic ourselves and
trying to keep electrical equipment
dry, we got serious with our Lord.

outstretched arm to extend our



way for the sake of the people.
And once more the rain ceased.
And to the surprise of the local
body of believers, those coming
to learn precious, present truth
began to return. But the enemy
wasn'’t finished with us yet. Even
when they were able to restart the
generator, our lights would still
not come on where we needed
them on the platform. But, perse-
vere we did in a prayerful spirit.
And just about the time we usu-
ally ended each nights meeting, we
wete able to begin (around 9
p-m.). Following this, after all the
hours of struggle, the computer
screen went black as-soon-as the
Sabbath message began. T re-
booted at least three times—then

bowed and asked Christ for more
help. Then without any further
glitches, all began to work well at

this late hour. But the real mira-
cle, two-to-three hundred

people came back and were still

there waiting to hear the Word!
Many of whom made heart-felt
decisions for the truth that night.
“Whatsoever we ask, we receive
of Him, because we keep His
commandments, and do those
things that are pleasing in His
sight....he that keepeth His com-
mandments dwelleth in Him, and
He in him. And hereby we know
that He abideth in us, by the Spirit
which He hath given us.” I John
3:22 & 24. “For this is the love of
God, that we keep His command-
ments: and His commandments
are not grievous.” I John 5:3.
“And this is love, that we walk
after His commandments.” 11

We were so privileged and blessed
