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This quarter we were privi-
leged to be a part of a camp 
meeting held in the Bronx of 
New York.  And let me tell 
you, the Holy Spirit blessed 
mightily!

They were 
the translators, the singers, the 
set preparers—they did what- 
ever was asked of them joy-
fully.  Oh, how I long to see 
more young people with such a 
dedicated interest in the Lord’s 
work! 

Sister Sharna Welty traveled 
with us to present a program 
for the young people.  We 
soon learned that there wasn’t 
a place for her to hold  
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the children’s program during the time 
allotted for the adult program.  So we de-
cided to begin a few hours earlier to ac-
commodate the children.  

That seemed to work well.  The children 
were like clockwork, with most arriving 
early.  And even though not all the chil-
dren’s parents were contacted before we 
left, nearly all expressed a desire to be bap-
tized.  It is our prayer that they are still 
attending this little church faithfully. 

As with all of our evangelistic series, we 
strive to present the health message each 
evening with Sister Chris leading out.  
People are genuinely surprised to learn 
how much God cares about our health and 
well-being as related to our lifestyle prac-
tices.  For many, it is a new concept that 
God considers our bodies a temple.
